close to Dusseldorf, Germany. This valley was
named after a preacher, poet and composer,

called Joachim Neander (1650-1680).
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Joachim Neander was converted to God
and believed in Jesus Christ when he was
twenty years of age. He often went down
to that valley, which would later bear his
name, to write poems and to praise God. In
the Neander Valley, an alleged proof of the
theory of evolution, the Creator was praised
and songs for His glory were written!
